
MSA Indoor 2016-17 Play-Offs Ladies Div 1 & 2

Play-Off Rules:
Seeding in group stages based on standings in league play

Group stage game length is 25 mins - no half-time

Games in group stage may end in a tie

Tie-breaker in group stage: Most goals for, Highest goal differential, least goals against, highest in league (cross divisional; D1 is higher than D2)

Knock-out games are 25 mins - no half-time

Kock-out games must have a winner; tied games proceed to kicks from the penalty mark (best of 5)

Wildcard spot = best 3rd in group stage

1st place team in division 1 (LW) gets a BYE into quarter-finals

Discipline:
Referee decisions are final and cannot be appealed

Dismissals carry a $50 fine and a minimum of one game suspension (fine must be paid before player can resume play)

Further suspensions may be levied by league using referee report as only evidence

Suspensions carry over into summer league

Team Managers must supply "blank" game sheets for each game printed from msaindoor.e2esoccer.com

No game sheets - no game

Only players printed on the game sheet are allowed to play, except suspended players
